An Overview and Research Prospects of Early Beijing Mandarin Materials
in the Muto Bunko Collection
ZHAO Kuixin
Abstract This paper introduces and outlines the early Meiji Mandarin materials held by the Muto
Bunko at Nagasaki University, and examines their value and potential for research on Mandarin and
Chinese education as a foreign language. It focuses on the following two types of early Mandarin

materials in the Muto Bunko, and endeavors to clarify their contents, various symbols, and related
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circumstances: 1) Three handwritten manuscripts Mandarin textbook by Obata Masafumi: Shaogu
Xiansheng Koushou Jinghua (2 volumes), Guanhua Zhibai Wenda (2 volumes), and Guanhua
Jinguqiguan (1 volume). 2) Two Mandarin translations of the religious novel The Pilgrim's Progress
and a Mandarin translation of its sequels. The manuscripts have three characteristics: they were
created before 1881; compiled by Manchus and having a large amount of data. They are valuable
materials for diachronic studies of Mandarin. On the other hand, it is worth considering the
relationship between the late 19th century Mandarin translations of English novels and the
Westernised grammar of modern Chinese.
